ORDINANCE NO. 15.

AN ORDINANCE TO REGULATE TAXIS ARD AUTOMOBILES OPER-

ATED POR CARRYING PASSENGERS FOR HIRE WITHIN THE
CORPORATE LIMITS OF GARIBALDI; PROVIDING EOR THE
COLLECTION OF A LICENSE FROM ALL PERSONS OPERATING

SAID TAXIS AYD AUTOMOBILES:; FIXING THE LICENSE FEE;
PROVIDING A METHCD FOR THE REVOCATION OF SUCH LICENSE;
PROVIDING A PENALTY FOR THE VIOLATION OF THIS ORDINAKCE;

The people of Garibaldl do ordain as follows:

Sectlon 1. That for the purpose of this ordinance, the word
"sergon" shall be deemed to mean any person, firm, or corporation,
and eny automoblle or other automotlve equipment used for the purpose
of hauling, carrying and/or trensporting passengers for hire within
the corporate limits of Garibaldil, Oregon, shall for the purpose of
this ordinance be deemed to be a baxi.

Section 2, That from and alter the passage of thils ordin-
ance any nerson assiring to operate a btaxl within the corporate
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LTimita of Garibaldl shell fdirst obbaln from the olby recorder of

l.?'

Garibaldl a license permitting the operstlon of such taxi,

Sectlon 2, Any person making appllcation for license to
operate a Taxl within Garlbaldl, shell produce satlsfactory evidence
at the time of making such applicatlion for llcense that seld appli-
cant has complied with all the laws of the state of Oregon with
refdrence to the reglstretion of the automotive nent Lo be used

unider such license.

Sectlion 4, When application has besn made for the provislons
of this ordlnance for a llcense to omerate a taxl within Garibaldl,
the city recorder may grant a lleense to such appllcant to operate
within the corporate limits of Garibaldi, a taxl upon the payment
of an ammual llecense fee as follows: For each vehlele to be
operated as a btaxl, the sun of bwenty-five dollars (§25.00) per
year; provlided, however, that such llcense may be issued seml-
annually upon the payment of twelve and 50/100 dollars ($12.50)
suech license %tc expire on June 30th and December 3lst of each year.

Section 5, Any llcensee engaged In operation of a taxl withis
the corporate LlimIits of Garibaldi City who shall violate sny of the
laws of the state of Oregon or the ordinances of Garibaldl regulat-
ing automoblle traffic or who shall be conviched of any crime involv-
ing moral turpltude, shall be deemed gullty of a violabion of this
ordlnance and in addition thereto, the common couneil of Garibaldil
may upon not less thah flve days' wribtten notice to seld licensee

to appear and show cause why the llcense bto operate such taxl should
not be revoked and after opportunity for hearing of any charges sst
forth in such notice revoke the license of sald licensee and/or direect
that no license of reneweal thereof be issued tosald licensee.

, Section 6, Whenever a license has been lssued In accordance
with the provisions of this ordinance for the operation of a taxi
within the corporabe limlits of Garibaldi, application shall be made
to the common councll of Garlbaldl for the designation by saild
common councll of & taxl stand upon the street or streets of saild
Garibaldl and proper marking thereof upon the ourb of the street

s0 desipnated for the use and benefit of such llcensee.




: . Bection 7., Any person vioclating any of the provisons of

this ardinance_upon conviction thereof before the city recorder
shall in addition to any penalty hereinbefore provlded, be punlahed
by a fine of not more than one hundred dollars (§100,00) for each
and every ofense and in default of any of such fine be imprisoned
in the city jail one (1) day for each two dollars (§£.00) of sald
fine Imposed.

Section 8., Ordinance No. 4 duly passed by the common
council oI The City of Garlbaldi on May 27, 1946 is hereby repealed.

Section 9., WHEREAS, the operation of unlicensed taxls
with&n the eclty TImits constitutes a danger to the safety and welfare
- of the people of the clty of Garibaldl.

THEREFORE, an emergency 1s hereby declared to exist and
it 1s hereby declared to be necessary for the immedidat e
preservation of the peace, health and safety of the city of Garie
baldl that thils ordinance shall take effect upon the passage by
the common council and approval by the mayor.
