THE CITY OF GARIBALDI ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Garibaldi Ordinance No. 944 is amended to
to read as follows: 27[%’

Section 4. Rates.
(1) The water rates shall be as they presently are until the
common council shall from time to time change the same or establish
new rates by amendment to this ordinance.

(2) Water Rates:

A. Meter rates per month based on sizes of service line:

SIZE LINE 3/4" " 1 1/2" 2" 3" 4" 6" 8"

MINIMUM RATES $6.50 $8.25 $10.00 $13.00 $19.00 $31.50 $43.00 $56.0!

The above minimum rates are applicable for the use of the first
5,000 gallons per month; additional water usage shall be charged at
the rate of $0.35 per 1,000 gallons.

B. Flat rate per month:
For all property with one corporation cock $6.50

The above rate of $6.50 except where water is used for a combination
or having the classifications listed below:

Business and residence combination $8.00

Service Stations and garages 6.10

Restaurants and taverns 7.30

Public Schools 47.00

Motels and apartments (without meters) 5.50 per unit
per montl]

Sewer:

Flat rate $6.50 on sewer accounts.
On meter accounts, sewer rate is 167% of water usage.

Sewer Connection: $500.00

Sewer main extension is $3.00 per foot over 100' per
customer, or annual return of 12% of investments.



C. Any water user wishing to have their water service metered
may do so by paying for the cost of the meter, which meter shall be
the property of the City of Garibaldi, or the City may require the
user to be metered.

D. There are no part time or vacation rates in the City.
There will be a $25.00 charge for each request to shut off water
service. There will be a $25.00 charge for each request to turn
water on after it has been shut off. Prior to reconnection all
past due charges must be paid in full.

Section 2. The City Council deems an emergency to exist and
this ordinance shall take effect immediately.
