AND SHORELAND POLICIES: "AS A GENERAL POLICY, THE GARIBAIDIT
CITY COUNCIL IS OPPOSED TO THE OUTSIDE ZONING OF LAND AND WATER
ARFAS WITHIN THE CITY LIMITS".

THE CITY OF GARIBALDI SUPPORTS THE DEVELOPMENT OF ALTERNATE
ENERGY SOURCES.

THE CITY BELIEVES THAT MUCH OF THE SUBMITTED COMPREHENSIVE PLAN
