.AN ORDINANCE TO REGULATE THE USE OF MJBlIE HOM:!:S WITHING THE CITY 

OF GARIBALDI: REPEALING ORDINAN"CE NO. 73i ProVIDING REMEDIES FOR 

THE VIOLATlar THEREOF: .AL'ID IECLARING AN EMERGENCY. 

THE CITY OF GARIBAlDI roES ORDAIN AS FOLLC:WS: 

Section 1. Fepeal 

Ordinance No. 73 is he.:reby repealed. 

Section II ~ J::'Bfini tion 

A rrdJile hone is defined as a vehicular or portable structure 

which is constructed for nove:rrent on the pUblic highWays i which is 00-

signed for use as a residence but which has not been d.e:rronstrated to 

canfor.m to the requiren:ents of the building code for other residences. 

Section III. Use 

A nobile hone may be located anywhere in the City of Garibaldi 

except wi thin 100 I either north or south of Garibaldi Avenue (Highway 101), 

upon application first being made to the city for a building penni t and 

payrrent of the fee therefore, together with fur.nishing to the city two 

copies of a plat plan and two copies of plans and specifications for any 

accesso:ry structure, plus a survey by a registered surveyor if requested 

by the city. 
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Section IV. Iv1cibile Hone on Incli vidual Lots 

A nobile hone on an individual lot shall conply Witll the 

following adcli tional provisions: 

(1) Only one nobile horre shall be located on a lot not less 

"t.."lan 50 I X 100" in size, and tile lot ffilJ.,st be owned by the a-mer of tile 

nobile horre. 

(2) 'Ihe mobile horre shall have a planned floor area of 

not less then 800 square feet, whidl may L"1clude an accessory storage 

area, of not~~~ than 100 square feet. 

(3) The nobile horre must have -the Oregon "Insignia of 

Corrpliance II as provided for by state law-. 

(4) 'Ihe wheels of the rrobile unit are re.tLDved and the unit 

placed on and securely anmored to a foundation having permanence and 

strengtil equal to that provided by a cerrent or concrete fOlmdation. 

Further I unless the foundation is continuous, me unit has a continuous 

skirting of non-decaying, nan-corroding material extending at least six 

indies into me gIOund or to an irrpervious surface. IDe skirting or con­

tinuous foundatian shall have provisions for ventilation and access to me 

spaCE mder the unit, but such openings shall be secure against the entrance 

of ar;irrals, a'l.d shall be installed wi min 90 days of placer-cent of the 

nubile hone unit. 

(5) No extension or outbuilding shall be attadled to the m::bile 

horre. However F a carport, a covered or uncovered patio and a storage unit 

for incidental yard and household items way be erected adjaoent to the ex­

terior vlalls of the mobile horre. Arry SUcil acCESSOry structures shall observe 
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tl1.e sarre set back requirenents as a primary unit. 

(6) 'Ihere shall be provided for each nobile horre a ca:rport or 

garage for at least one vehicle, such carport or garage shall be ardli tecturally 

or esthetically conpatible wi t.h the rmbile horre I and shall be erected wi thin 

90 days of t.1re placement of the nobile hone. 

(7) Each nobile horre shall have al1 accesso.ry storage unit, 

having a floor area of not less thal1 100 square feet, such unit to be 

architecturally and esthetically conpatible with the rrobile horre, and 

shall be constnlcted aid canpleted prior to occupancy of the nobile hone. 

( 8) The owner of 'b.1.e property agrees, in writing I' to 

renove the foundation and all additions to the rmbile hone and to 

perman.ently disconnect sewer; water and other utilities if the 

nobile hone is rercoved from its foundation. The agreerrent authorizes 

the city to perform the work and place a lien against the property 

for the cost of the work in the event the owner fails to acconplish 

tl'1e vlork within 30 days from the date on which the nobile horre is 

noved from its foundation. This condition shall not apply in the 

event that the rrobile hone is replaced on the original foundation, 

or an the original foundation as nodified, by anotll.er approved nobile 

hone wi thin 30 days of the original unit's renoval. 

(9) The nobile hon-e shall ronply witi1 those State of Oregon 

standards of construction and siting requirenents adopted pursuant to 

Chapter 834, Oregon Laws 1973.
